The Mission Continues Internships afford students hands on experience with a national service organization. It is our goal that the internship will be mutually beneficial the student and the community, through TMC involvement. Interns are expected to participate in daily activities of the organization as well as develop a project which may be independent or linked to already existing programs of TMC and possibly its’ partner organizations. Since each student has different skills, interests, talents and goals, each project will be unique.
Development

The Office of Development supports TMC by generating project-specific and generalized financial and in-kind resources from U.S. government agencies, foundations, corporations, and individuals. Staff researches potential funding prospects and initiates relationships through letters, proposals, phone calls, events and meetings.
The work of Development involves maintaining long-term relationships with 100’s of program donors through timely submission of financial and narrative grant reports, negotiation of grant agreements, and other correspondence, often under tight deadlines. Development also plans fundraising trips, cultivates relationships with partner organizations and prepares talking points and briefing memoranda for staff. 
Development staff works closely with program and finance staff on grant proposals and funding strategies. Development ensures that TMC programs continue to attract funding.  Development positions are available to support The Mission Continues, Leading the Charge and Explorations in Leadership.
Volunteer Coordination
Volunteers serve all three of our main programs in meaningful and responsible ways.  Volunteers work closely with veterans, other citizen volunteers and leaders, within communities throughout the United States.  United in service with veterans and/or facilitating wounded veterans in service and in related programs and events volunteers develop life-long relationships and experiences with fellow participants and partner organizations

Our volunteers participate in TMC programs through, event coordination, program facilitation, Veteran’s Outreach efforts, additional volunteer recruitment and management, as well as volunteer communications and tracking and incentive programs which can foster any of The Mission Continues, Leading the Charge and/or Explorations in Leadership.
Education and Research

An education and research intern assists TMC staff with potential projects on a wide range of topics.  TMC seeks ongoing opportunities for academic relationships and publication involving both the philosophy and actual community benefit of service to ones community and nation.  It is likely that an intern will assist with research and education involving multiple projects at the same time.

Experience will include but not be limited to print, television, radio and web based media as well as potential ongoing and one-time opinion-editorial pieces.  All efforts will focus on service to our nation and its’ compelling and ever-growing dynamic.
